•Music wrote P. I. Cajkovskij
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– In a valley of the small river Bobruvka in the Bohemian – Moravian Highlands, you
will find a little Western – style town recalling the America of the late 180s. The 
place boasts analmost 100 year old tradition of camping. Today, there is a large
entertainment park with cowboys and Indians, a saloon and a genuine railway
station with a Union Pacific train. The grounds also comprise a small church with a 
cemetery, a Sheriff ‘ s Office, a jail, a town bath and gambling rooms, all modelled
on authentic examples. Covering an area of more than 50 hectares, the little town
provides an opportunity to explore the life as it was in the Wild West at the time
when the area was being settled : you can see cowboys, gold – diggers, gunmen, 
women dancers and saddlers. At the same time, you can become acquainted with
the lifestyles and customs of the original inhabitantsof America – the Indians. The 
many local attractions also include a rodeo, displays of Western – style horse riding, 
whip and lasso displays and productions depicting assaults on the town and other 
stories. The grounds also have a small zoological garden housing animals such as 
raccoons, buffalos and porcupines. In addition to a variety of programmes tailor –
made for individuals, groups, schools and company excursions, Sikl‘ s Mill offers
accommodation in a hotel, cabins and tents. Those who arrive for longer stays have 
at their disposal a sports ground with a swimming pool and tennis court.
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– This the deepest reservoir in the Czech Republic, was built on the River Jihlava between 1970 and 
1978. With its height of 104 metres,the reservoir‘ s clay – sealed earthern dam has no equal in this
country. During off – peak hours, when energy demand decreases, pumps using electricity from 
nuclear and rozal power stations transport water to the upper reservoir of the Dalesice pumping
power station. In peak hours the water tlows through Francis turbines with an output of 450 MW. 
The systém also includes the Mohelno [1] continuous – flow power station. The 20 kilometre –
long expanse of water is used for recreational and fishing purposes. Apart from this the reservoir
serves to balance the flow of water in the river below the Mohelno reservoir throughout the year. 
The operational premises of the dam are open to excursions providing visitors with an oppurtinity
to get to know this technological marvel.
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– This first Czech nuclear power station is located on the right – hand bank of the River Jihlava, 
not tar from a villaga of the same name. The construction of the Dukovany power station was
launched in 1974. In 1985 the first reactor was put into operation and in 1987 the last, fourth
Unit was put into operation. Visitors to the power station‘ s state – of – the – art Information
Centre will be provided withthe opportunity to become acquainted with the secrets of this giant
plant ( it covers 16% of the supplies of electricity generated in the Czech Republic ). On display 
there you will find multimedia stands, mobile models provided with sound tracks and a range
of other information from the field of nuclear energy. Proffesional guides available. Tours of 
the Information Centre are free. Groups of more than 15 people are kindly advised to 
booktheir visits in advance.



• 1) TREBIC
– The Jewish Monuments

• Located on the slopes between the rocks of Hradek and the River 
Jihlava, the Trebic Jewish quarter and cemetery form a unique part of 
the town. Mentioned in historical records as early as in 1378, the local
Jewish community de facto ceased to exist as late as during World War
II. The well – preserved complex of 120 houses, narrow lanes, passagers, 
balconies and other building elements forms an enchanting whole
imbued with a special atmosphere. The most remarkable buildings open
to the general public are, for example, the Rear Synagogue ( completely
renovated ) with unique paintings and a permanent exhibition charting
the history of the local ghetto, the Front Synagogue ( today theseat of the 
Czechoslovak Hussite Church ), the Rabbi‘ s office and the former 
school. Also worth exploring is the Jewish cemetery that features
approximately 3000 gravestones, the oldest of which date from about the 
mid – 1600s    ( some sources have dated them even earlier).����
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• 2) TREBIC
– The Basilica of St Procopius

• The remarkable Basilica of St Procopius was rightly added in 2003 to the List of 
UNESCO World Cultural Heritage. The structure blends elements of the 
Romanesque style and the 13th – century Gothic architecture. Thanks to 
sensitive adaptations made by F.Kanka in the 1700s, the discovery of the original
portal in the 1800s and the final renovation programmecarried out by Kamil 
Hilbert in the 1900s, today‘ s visitors can fully appreciate this architectural
jewel. The basilica‘ s most unique feature is the monumental Baroque entrance
gate, which provides acces to the Romanesque – Gothic space. This older eastern
part ends with a raised tribune lined by small columns featuring decorated
capitals and by a small gallery. The space has also preserved an octagonal vault
with suspended partitions. The basilica‘ s greatest treasure is, however, the 
windows in the tribune, particularly the window in the middle graced with a 
Romanesque rosette. The crypt situated under this part of the basilica features a 
vault based on Romanesque columns.
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• 3) TELC
– All town

• Thanks to the good state of preservation, the core of this picturesque Moravian town was added in 1992 to 
the UNESCO List of World Cultural Heritage. The town originated on the site of an original settlement, a 
junction of important routes that connected the Brno region with Southern Bohemia. The Luxembourg
rulers intended to make Telc a vital part of the border fortification systém. In the 14th century, under the 
Lords of Hradec, the settlementexpanded stage by stageto include a market place, a castle and water – based
fortifications. Italian builders and artisans were invited to participate in the adaption of the castle into a 
chateau and the remodelling of the town hall and town houses. Thanks to them, Telc has acquired its
splendid Renaissance. Covered in sgraffiti, the localhouses feature high gables, large “mazhouses“ with rear
corridors and many of them deep cellars hewn into the rock. Having a stable temperature,  these cellars were 
suitable for fermenting beer. The finances necessary for architectural adaptations came from a rapidly
developing trade, the right to brew beer and the sale of salt. Invited to the town by the Slavata noble family in 
the 1600s, the Jesuits contributed a college with the Church of the Name of Jesus [1] tothe present urban
monument reserve. The Baroque style graced the local square and streets with sculptural works, including a 
Marian column and fountains. The  parish Church of St James, with its 60 metre – high tower, offers
magnificent views of the triangle – shaped square with gates and a chain of fishponds. The Romanesque
watchtower standing adjacent to Holy Spirit‘ s Church [2] is also open to the general public.
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• 4) ZDAR NAD SAZAVOU
– The church of St Nepomuck

• The pilgrimage Church of St John Nepomuck at Green Mountain in Zdar nad 
Sazavou was already considered a stunning architectural achievement at the 
time of its construction because its features far exceeded all conventional
elements of the architecture of the period. Construction work on the church, 
consecrated to St John, commenced in 1719. Vaclav Vejmluva, the abbot of the 
Cistercian monastery, commisioned Johann Blasius Santini Aichel, one of the 
leading exponents of the European Baroque style, to concieve a design for the 
building. Santini created a fascinating combination of the Gothic and Baroque
styles. The structure features a ground plan in the form of a five – pointed star
the ends of which are penetrated by five oval chapels. Five aspes are located
between the oval chapels. The church is crowned with a central cupola and light
of practically uniform intensity floods the whole space. Despite giving the 
impression of a rather small space, the church can contain as many as 2000 
people. In 1994 the pilgrimage church at Green Mountain was added to the 
UNESCO List of World Heritage.
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Thanks to the discovery of silver, the original Slavic settlement located on the border
between Bohemia and Moravi rapidly developed into a royal mining toown, the oldest in the 
Czech Lands. The wealth derived from silver brought the creation of a mining cade, the first to 
be adopted in Central Europe, and was markedly reflectedin the town‘ s appearance. In the 
1200s practically simultaneously, three main ecclesiastical buildings were constructed in the town
– St Jame‘ s church [1] and the Minorite and Dominican monastery complexes. A huge
fortification systém withfive gates protected the town, in which coins were minted. In the late
14th century, silver mining slowed down since the richest of the silver – bearing veins were 
exhausted. Moreover, an earthquake afflicted the mines. In the subsequent period clothmaking
was to replace silver miming as the decisive factor in the town‘ s economic life. After a series of 
large fires the town was reconstructed in the Renaissance style, which gave rise to an original
type of burgher‘ s house. Characteristic of Jihlava, it featured the so – called covered courtyard. 
The town‘ s most notable Baroque monument and one of its dominant features, the Jesuit 
Church of St Ignatius [2] is used as a venue for concerts.Boasting one of the largest historical
squares in this country, the town centre now forms an urban monument reserve, in which Gotic, 
Renaissance and Baroque architecture bland in a unique manner. Other symbols of Jihlava are 
the last surviving town gate ( The Gate of Our Lady [3] ) and a belt of walls with a moat open to 
the general public. There is a commemorative plaque on the town hall [4] wall acquainting
visitors with the fact that in 1436 the Basel Compacts were declared in Jihlava in the presense of 
Emperor Sigismund. Home to a permanent museum exhibition, Gustav Mahler‘ s House recalls
the years which this eminent composer spent in Jihlava. Mahler‘ s parents were laid to rest in the 
local Jewish cemetery.

• The Prominent Son of Jihlava and the Surrounding Area : 

• Gustav Mahler – This prominent international composer and 
conductor spent his youth in Jihlava, where he also had his first
public performances. After engagements in Olomouc and Prague, he
pursued a career, for example, as director of the CourtOpera in 
Vienna.
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One of the best – preserved medieval structures in the Czech 
Republic, Pernstejn Castle is a rare example of Gothic –Renaissance
architecture. The castle derived its name from the German Barenstein, i.e., 
Bear‘ s Castle. Although we do not know who built this 13th – century
monument, its fate wes inseparably interwoven with the Pernstejns, once
one of the most powerful and important families in the Kingdom of 
Bohemia. The sightseeing tour of the castle interiors takes you on a trip
through several centuries, as it provides an opportuniti to explore Gothic
halls turing stucco decoration and rooms graced with Rococo and 
neoclassical ornaments. One of the routes acquaints visitors with the 
lifestyles of the 19th – century nobility.
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Founded in the mid – 1200s, this townon the southern edgeof the Zdarske Hills 
reached its heyday in the renaissance period under the Lords of Pernstejn. Splendid
sculptured decorationson its streets and main square, the work of local native sons Jan 
Stursa and Vincenc Makovsky, enhance the unique character of the town‘ s historical
centre. The oldest monuments in the town are St Kunhuta‘ s Church, the old town hall and 
the chateau. The church and some of the houses are graced by sgraffito fashioned by Karel 
Nemec, which feature, among other things, Horacky Hejkal ( a legendary evil wailing forest
spirit ). In June, the Nova Civitas Celebrations are staged in the town to recall its cultural
and artisan traditions. Every year the elite of cross – country skiing converge on Nove 
M� sto, the most important skiing centre in the Vysocina Region, to také part in the „
Golden Ski “ race, which is part of the World Cup. Winter sports enthusiasts can find a 
plethora of machinemaintained, cross – country skiing trails and downhill runs. In the 
summer the surroundings of the town offer a range of opportunities for hiking, cycling and 
fishing.

There are world cross – country skiing race cup called Golden ski every year.

Nove Mesto‘ s church
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• Protected landscape area of Zdar‘ s Hills is one of the most important spring areas in the Czech 
Republic. Some of the rivers that have their sources here discharge into the North Sea, others flow as far 
as the Black Sea. The Darko Peatbog [1] has developed from several metre – deep layers of dead plants. 
The Radostin‘ s Peatbog [2] is a unique example of so – called bifurcation – one part of the plateau drains 
into the Sazava River, water from the other part flows into the Doubrava. The small Lakes of Ransko [3] 
came from into being when several former medieval iron ore mines were inundated. The marshlands 
provide a habitat for a plethora of amphibian animals and butterflies.

• The rock formations in the summit parts of the protected landscape area provide a remarkable
counterpoint to the marshland areas Nine Rocks [4] , located at an altitude of 836 metres above sea level, 
are just several centimetres lower than Javorice, the highest peak of the Vysocina Region. There is a 
place called Four Clubs [5] , which affords a fantastic view of the area. Frost weathering in the local
gneiss gave raise not only to rocks of a variety of shapes, but also to Pernicky [6] - rock bowls, which
local people tended to associate with pagan ritual sacrifices. Overcenturies owls rather than the castle
lords used to meet in the Labyrinths of Starkov [7] . The tranquil environment of the original mixed
forests on the slopes of the Zak‘ s Mountain [8] is no longer disturbed by charcoal kilns which used to 
produce fuel for foundries and glassworks. One of the points of a fundamental trigonometric network, 
the Mountain has played an important role in land surveying works.
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• As early as in the 13th century a market place existedon an ancient trade route in the heart of the 
Zdar‘ s Hills. It stood near a Cistercian monastery that was converted into a chateau after Emperor
Joseph II. introduced his reforms. Having acquired the local demesne in the early 17th century, 
Cardinal Frantisek of Ditrichstejn granted the settlement town status. The Gothic parish Church of St 
Procopius has a statue painting of the Madonna with the Child in its interior. The nearby Chapel of St 
Barbara was most probably designed by the famous architect Santini. There is also a late Gothic
stronghold, now home to the Regional Museum. The Green Hill pilgrimage site has been added to the 
UNESCO List of World Cultural Heritage. The town owed its rapid development after the war to the 
construction of engineering and metallurgical works ( Zdas a.s. ). Every year a range of events, 
including the Rowanberry Celebrations and the Horacky Jug folk music festival, are staged in the 
town to continue its cultural traditions.
